
Guidelines for Lifetime Membership with the 
Kendallville Volunteer Fire Department. 

 
The following requirements have been established as guidelines for 
becoming a lifetime member with the Kendallville Fire Department.  These 
guidelines are effective May of 2004. 
 
The guidelines are as such, and have been approved by the Fire Chief: 
 

1. Any member of the department that has served 15 years continuous 
service shall be allowed lifetime member status. 

2. Any member of the department, while serving as an active member, is 
injured and is unable to continue, as an active member shall be 
allowed lifetime member status. 

3. Any active member that becomes ill and is unable to continue as an 
active member whether illness is job related or not, shall be allowed 
lifetime member status. 

 
The following guidelines, once lifetime membership status has been 
established are listed as such: 
 

1. Lifetime members shall have no voting rights on all department 
matters. 

2. Lifetime members shall be invited to all department functions. 
3. Lifetime members shall be allowed to purchase a department shirt, 

however shirt must be labeled “Lifetime Member” 
4. Lifetime members shall not be allowed to do any work at a fire scene 

with the exception of assisting with refreshments, crowd control, and 
directing traffic.
